· Zonta International is a global organization of executives and professionals working together to advance the status of women worldwide through service and advocacy.
· There are approximately 31,000 members in more than 1200 clubs in 66 countries. Membership is classified according to occupa​tion.

· Founded in 1919 in Buffalo, New York, Zonta takes its name from a Sioux Indian word meaning “honest and trustworthy.” Zontians volunteer their time, tal​ents, skills and energy to local and international service projects designed to advance the status of women.

· Zonta International headquarters are located in Oak Brook, Illinois.

· As one of the premier Non-Gov​ernmental Organizations (NGOs), Zonta International maintains consultative status with the fol​lowing United Nations agencies: Economic and Social Council, UNESCO, UN Research and Training Institute for the Ad​vancement of Women, UNIFEM, ILO, Council of Europe, and UNICEF.

· Every two years Zonta holds an International Convention in a country where Zonta clubs are active.


 ZONTA CLUB OF CENTRAL OKLAHOMA LOCAL SERVICE PROJECTS
· Our club raises funds per biennium to help support organizations that fit our mission.  Two thirds of the club's fundraising revenues support local service projects such as YWCA Passageway, Oklahoma Coalition Against Domestic Violence and Sexual Assault, Project Safe, Suited for Success, and many others. The local projects to receive funding are voted on by the membership then awarded at the end of the biennium at our Status of Women Banquet.
· In addition, our club participates in various monthly service projects; for example, clothing and monetary donations for haircuts is collected for an organization (EmPower and EmPower Works Programs) which provides training for women trying to return to the workforce, school supplies are collected for children from at-risk families (Mid-Del Youth & Family Services), food is collected for various food banks and families during the holidays.  The monthly service projects are funded through individual donations by club members.

· The Helen B. Troy Scholarship is named in memory and honor of one of the club’s long time members that was passionate about educating women.  A scholarship is awarded to a Rose State College student each semester.

· Zonta International selects service projects in various countries to benefit the legal, political, eco​nomic, educational, health and pro​fessional status of women around the world.

· Zonta International supports women’s education through its Amelia Earhart Fellowship Awards for graduate study in aerospace-re​lated sciences and engineering.

· The Young Women in Public Af​fairs Award, created to encourage young women to seek leadership positions in public policy.

· The Jane Klausman Women in Busi​ness Scholarships was estab​lished to encourage undergraduate women to enter careers and to seek leadership positions in business-re​lated fields.

· For more than 50 years, Zonta Inter​national, in conjunction with various United Nations agencies, has provided financial support and technical assistance to women and children in developing countries.

· The Zonta International Strategies to Prevent Violence Against Women (ZISVAW) focuses on prevention, awareness and education, and develops inno​vative solutions to eliminate abuse against women.
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
